Know Your Legislators!

ACLU OF OREGON 2017 LEGISLATIVE SCORECARD

We created this scorecard so you can see where your legislators stand on a variety of civil liberties issues. We
encourage you to use this information to give your Representatives and Senators feedback about their votes in the 2017
session. Direct contact with your legislators is a valuable way to encourage them to stand up for freedom. Don’t know
who your legislators are?

Grand jury recording (SB 505): Recording is essential
to the proper and fair functioning of grand juries and the
elimination of prosecutorial misconduct in grand jury
proceedings. SB 505 will require all grand jury proceed-
ings in Oregon to be recorded, and allow disclosure of
grand jury transcripts when a public official accused of
criminal misconduct is not indicted by a grand jury.

Voter preregistration for 16 year olds (SB 802): Voter
registration is the most significant barrier to voting, but
youth preregistration increases participation in democ-
racy and is easy and cost-efficient to implement. SB
802 lowers Oregon’s voter pre-registration age from 17
to 16 years old.

Secular marriage officiants (HB 2113): Equal treat-
ment of religion and non-religion is a crucial aspect of
our democracy, yet Oregon law previously allowed clergy
to solemnize marriage without extending that same right
to non-religious individuals. HB 2113 adds individuals
authorized by secular organizations to the list of
persons authorized to solemnize marriages in Oregon.

End Profiling and Defelonize Small-Scale
Possession of Drugs (HB 2355): Profiling is unfair,
ineffective, and damages community trust in law
enforcement. HB 2355 will identify and reduce patterns
of profiling by law enforcement through statewide stop
data collection and mandatory anti-profiling training. In
addition, the failed War on Drugs fuels profiling,
amplifies racial disparities in our criminal justice
system, damages families, and ruins lives. HB 2355 will
reduce small-scale possession of drugs from a felony to
a misdemeanor.

Gender changes (HB 2673): The current process for
changing one’s name and gender marker on vital records
creates significant barriers and dangers for transgender
individuals. HB 2673 creates a safer, more efficient, and
affordable process for persons seeking to change their
name and gender on vital records for the purpose of
affirming gender identity.

Safety & Savings Act (HB 3078): Excessive sentencing
for drug and property offenses and over-incarceration is
not smart justice, exacerbates racial disparities in our
justice system, burdens tax payers, and harms our
families and communities. HB 3078 reduces drug and
property offense sentencing laws, and expands eligibili-
ty for the Family Sentencing Alternative Program and
short term transitional leave. This will have a particular
impact of reducing Oregon’s women’s prison population.

Recording juvenile interviews (HB 3242): Recording
interviews is a strong method of protecting the rights of
youth who interact with police and the criminal justice
system, as it promotes transparency, efficiency, and
accuracy. HB 3242 requires peace officers to electroni-
cally record custodial interviews with youth conducted
in a law enforcement facility during investigations of
felonies.

Reproductive Health Equity Act (HB 3391): Every
Oregonian should be able to make informed, meaningful
decisions about reproductive health free from intrusion
by the government. HB 3391 expands access and choice
by filling gaps in reproductive health coverage for those
categorically excluded from health programs due to
citizenship status, by prohibiting discrimination in
reproductive health care, and by assuring access to
abortion without government interference.

Immigrant privacy (HB 3464): While the State of
Oregon has no power to change federal policies or
priorities, we can take steps to protect the privacy of
our vulnerable immigrant communities. HB 3464 will
strengthen Oregon’s privacy protections for immigrants
and limit information gathering and sharing with the
federal government and Immigration and Customs
Enforcement.
